Appellant’s motion for expedited consideration of the emergency motion is

granted.  

Appellant’s emergency motion to stay the district court’s amended judgment

pending appeal is denied.  See Hilton v. Braunskill, 481 U.S. 770, 776 (1987); see

also Winter v. Natural Res. Def. Council, Inc., 555 U.S. 7 (2008).  However, in

light of the “government shutdown,” the court deems the period of compliance

established by the district court tolled.  Appellant is ordered to publish a notice of

proposed intentional adulteration rule by December 20, 2013.  
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Appellant’s motion to expedite the hearing of this appeal is granted.  Any

request for an extension of time to file a brief is disfavored; any such relief must be

requested under Ninth Circuit Rule 31-2.2(b).  The opening brief and excerpts of

record are due December 23, 2013; the answering brief is due January 22, 2014;

and the optional reply brief is due within 14 days after service of the answering

brief.
